Third year girls:

Following on from the Easter training, these girls have been discovering regattas and have shown an unexpected confidence and speed.  Marlow Spring Regatta saw a crew of very mixed ability put up a spirited fight in a race closer and more exciting than any international event I have seen : they lost very narrowly, but showed great speed under pressure.  Two weeks later at Thames Ditton Regatta a “strong” quad lost their first race but won the “plate” competition by beating all the other crews.  The “neat” crew also won a few races, and Martha Langan won two rounds of the singles before capsizing in the semi-final at the shock that she might win again.  A crew went up to National Schools Regatta and raced on the Friday, when conditions were extremely good. They raced very aggressively in their time trial to get through to the semi-final where another ambitious row got them 5th place. They prove that they have the potential to compete at the top end in the future.   

After the exams a few went to Marlow Town Regatta for experience.  They will do a bit more racing this term and a few might attempt the National Championships during the summer holidays.      

Fourth year girls:

After a very successful Easter there has been just two highlights.   The four raced at National Schools and produced their very best row to qualify through time trial and semi-final to line up with the very best in the final, in which they raced well but came 6th.   At Wallingford Regatta they raced “novice” and lined up against Cambridge University and other student crews : they led the field for the first quarter of the race and won a superb battle with Southampton University over the last quarter. 
This group has really turned around this year, lacking confidence early on, but training really well and making a huge improvement.  Results this summer would have been even better were it not for losing three of the better girls for the main regattas (two getting injuries, one to fill in the girls eight for their injuries).
Girls 1st Eight:

The girls were deprived of the chance to prove themselves against all the other schools at NSR, but have some superb regatta races and wins to support their claim to be medal winners.  At Wallingford they raced eights and fours, losing each to Headington School but showing speed well ahead of the other schools there.   Exciting battles at Poplar and Thames Ditton regattas produced wins for the eight against strong adult club crews.  Their race against Thames RC at Poplar was such an amazing battle in rough conditions that it got their photo in the national rowing magazine.   This crew had great racing spirit and six of them are Lower sixth and should be back to prove themselves next year.
